Cross-EPA Web Newsroom:
EPA’s new cross-Agency web newsroom consolidates in one place all agency information of interest to the working media.  From contacts, including beat press officers, to how to find and access buildings; from image galleries to broadcast services and public service materials; from FOIA information to Agency history, this rich Web site is already earning the praise of working journalists.  
The site also offers one-stop signup for 10 news releases listservs and will soon add more than a dozen subject-specific listservs.  The main listserv, which emails every headquarters issued news release, now boasts some 13,000 subscribers.  The newest addition is RSS (Really Simple Syndication), which allows subscription to 23 different news feeds.  
The heart of the consolidated newsroom is a robust database which holds all headquarters-issued news releases (and will soon hold all regional news releases as well), policy speeches and testimony.  This database can deliver its contents by content type, subject matter, issuing office and date issued.  These views are available in the newsroom, and categories of news releases can be delivered to other areas of the Agency website.  For instance, all water news releases could be displayed on the water website.
EPA’s new web newsroom was conceived in part by visiting every federal agency web newsroom or news release page and stealing the best ideas.  While almost every element on EPA’s newsroom exists on one or more other federal websites, EPA is the only Agency to bring them together in one place.  We believe this website can easily be emulated by other agencies.
